ABSTRACT

The purpose is to study the issues and main directions of state support and regulation of entrepreneurship
in terms of factors affecting the development of productive and rational employment of the population in
Kazakhstan, the study of some aspects of entrepreneurial education.

Research methodology. Used methods of macroeconomic analysis, statistical and graphical methods of
economic research, a institutional analysis are used. The methodological basis of the study was the Concept
of state regulation of entrepreneurship until 2020, State programs in the field of support and development of
entrepreneurship and SMEs, in the field of employment, data from the Committee on Statistics of the Ministry
of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Originality /value of research. The research focus was on the consideration of topical issues and directions
of state support and regulation of entrepreneurship, from the point of view of exogenous factors of the
macroeconomic policy of the state, affectting the development of entrepreneurship, employment and solving
unemployment problems.

Research results. State support of entrepreneurship has a powerful regulatory impact not only on the
development of entrepreneurship and its business activity, but, above all, it is a necessary tool for maintaining
and developing productive employment of people, rational employment of the population of both macroregions
and the country as a whole.

INTRODUCTION

Currently, the business sector is one of the most significant, strategically important and priority sectors
of the national economy. Ensuring the sustainable economic development of the country as a whole depends
on the state and level of development of private entrepreneurship and, above all, small and medium-sized
enterprises. It is this sector of the economy that has enormous potential for solving many problems affecting
the economic growth of the state, such as undeveloped competition, inefficient use of material and intangible
resources, the dependence of domestic demand on imports, unemployment, poverty and several others.

The role of small and medium-sized enterprises in the development of employment, the rational use of labor
resources, in the diversification of the economy and the achievement of industrial development of production
is important. It is developed entrepreneurship that is the foundation of the innovative and productive nature of
the development of the national economy as a whole.

Effective state regulation of entrepreneurship plays a huge role in its development, and state support for
entrepreneurship is also of particular macroeconomic importance. The interaction of business entities and the
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state is aimed at creating favorable conditions for the development of entrepreneurship and society, stimulating
entrepreneurial initiative in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Consideration of these significant issues and problems is very important in the context of the interaction of
the state and business at the present time. This explains the relevance of the research topic.

State support of private entrepreneurship in the country is a complex of state measures to stimulate the
development of private entrepreneurship, creating favorable legal, economic conditions for implementing
entrepreneurial initiative in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Special attention is paid to the state support of subjects
of small and medium-sized businesses in various fields and industries, especially in strategically important
sectors of the national economy.

Government regulation of business activities on a par with the investment policy, policy of development of
infrastructure and human capital, credit and financial policy is part of an overall economic development policy
of the state.

In this study, the authors used the following methods and obtained the main results:

a) macroeconomic analysis:

- analysis of the implementation of state programs to support employment and entrepreneurship;

- the level of employment in absolute and relative values;

- analysis of economic structures that create jobs;

- indicators for creating jobs, quantitative indicators of the self-employed population.

b) statistical method of economic research:

¢) institutional analysis to identify the main problems, objects and structures that have a direct impact on
the employment of the population of Kazakhstan.

The research focus is on studying the directions of state support for entrepreneurship and its relationship
with employment policy. The implementation of state policies to support entrepreneurship and employment is
analyzed as part of the implementation of state programs. The current research problems and possible solutions
are outlined. Measures of state support for productive and rational employment are considered.

THE MAIN PART OF THE STUDY

In modern market conditions, entrepreneurial activity is one of the most important, socially significant
and priority areas of development of the national economy. The state and dynamism of the development of
entrepreneurship and, above all, small and medium-sized businesses, depend on the sustainable economic
development of the country as a whole. This sector has enormous potential to solve many problems affecting
economic growth of the state, such as insufficient competition, inefficient use of material and non-material
resources, dependence of domestic demand on imports, unemployment, poverty and several others.

The important role of small and medium enterprises in diversifying the economy and achieving high rates
of industrial production development. It is entrepreneurship that is the Foundation of the innovative and
productive nature of the development of the national economy as a whole.

The legal, economic and social conditions and guarantees of freedom of entrepreneurship in the Republic of
Kazakhstan are determined fined by the "Entrepreneurial Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated October 29,
2015" (as amended and supplemented on January 19, 2019), and also regulates social public relations that arise
in connection with business interaction and the governments, including state regulation and entrepreneurship
support [1].

Successful development and implementation of the balanced state policy in the advanced industrial
countries depended directly and depend on some starting factors. These factors include first and foremost,
the controllability of the system of bodies of power, their efficiency and professionalism, the continuity of the
political course of States at the highest level, the existence of a developed system of institutions of civil society,
an effective system of open reporting and accountability of authorities, the lack of fusion of the interests of big
business and government in specific sectors of the economy.

Review of international research on this issue suggests that a professional business education plays a decisive
role in the development of human capital and also serves as one of the key factors of economic growth. In
modern conditions of dynamic development of small and medium-sized businesses, high business activity of
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economic entities of the country are very important to the development of entrepreneurship education, since it
is this segment of the educational market is responsible for the preparation of entrepreneurial and managerial
skills, able to ensure the growth and competitiveness of the economy.

18 APR 2014 the Government of Kazakhstan approved the Concept of state regulation of entrepreneurial
activities till 2020 (hereinafter - the Concept). The concept defines the vision, basic approaches to state regulation
of business activities and aims to ensure the comprehensiveness of reform in this direction until 2020.

According to the world Bank, Kazakhstan is different from most of the countries of the Commonwealth of
Independent States, however, that some radical reforms were successfully carried out in the first years of indepen-
dence. In this sense, Kazakhstan has some similarities with the countries of Central Europe and China. The suc-
cess of these reforms, the availability of natural resources led to economic growth and welfare. However, it is too
early to say that Kazakhstan's economy is fully liberalized and the conditions for doing business are comparable
with the best world samples. In other words Kazakhstan, like other countries in the third model, received a median
equilibrium, although the point of this balance is in a better position than neighboring States [2].

According to the Committee on Statistics of the RK, dated April 1, 2020, the number of small and medium-
sized enterprises in the Republic Kazakhstan is as follows: in the Republic of Kazakhstan, for a total of — 1
318 518; in Akmola region — 44 094; in Aktobe region — 59439; in Almaty region — 121362; in Atyrau region
—49389; in the West Kazakhstan region — 42254; in Zhambyl region — 67769; in Karaganda region — 87220;
in Kostanay region — 51674; in the Kyzylorda region — 46268; in Mangystau region — 52400; in Pavlodar
region — 44868; in the North Kazakhstan region — 29575; in the Turkestan region — 141099; in the East Ka-
zakhstan region — 86124; in Nur-Sultan — 135382; in Almaty — 190015; in Shymkent — 69586 existing small
and medium-sized businesses.

According to the Committee on Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the number of operating small
and medium enterprises as of December 1, 2019 increased by 7.8% compared to January 1, 2018. The share
of individual entrepreneurs in the total number of small and medium-sized enterprises amounted to 64.7%,
the share of legal entities of small business - 19.1%, the share of peasant and farm enterprises was 16%, legal
entities of medium-sized enterprises amounted to 0,2%.

The number of operating small and medium-sized businesses, as of October 1, 2019, amounted to 1335.6
thousand enterprises. As of October 1, 2019, the number of employees involved in SMEs amounted to 3319.5
thousand people.

Output of products (goods and services) by SMEs in January-September 2019, amounted to 21051,4 billion
tenge. Key performance indicators of SMEs are presented in table 1.

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These indicators testify to the positive dynamics of growth in the number of employees at small and
medium-sized enterprises, as well as an increase in the output of all small and medium-sized enterprises.

According to the statistics Committee of Kazakhstan, in 2019 on types of economic activities in the structure
of employment in SMEs is as follows (all employed in SMEs — 100 %):

1. In the wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles — 29,3 %;

. Industry — 10,3 %;

. In agriculture, forestry and fisheries — 12,6 %;
. In the construction sector — 8,8 %;

. In the field of real estate transactions — 5,0 %;

. In the field of transport and storage — 5,9 %;

. In providing other types of services to 28,1 %.

It is important to note the fact that the share of employment in small and medium businesses, total
employment in 2018 in the Republic of Kazakhstan, accounted for 37.6 %. This figure for the past 10 years
has increased by 9.8 %.

In accordance with the Concept of the state policy of employment in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
main goal of the employment policy is to achieve full, productive and freely chosen employment, reduce
unemployment and maintain it at a socially acceptable level, create legal, economic and organizational
conditions for the functioning and regulation of the labor market. In achieving this goal, one of the main tasks
are:

- state support and active stimulation of the development of small and medium-sized private enterprises,
creating additional jobs, incl. and by attracting foreign capital;

- pursuing financial and tax policies consistent with employment policies that support the stimulation of the
creation of additional jobs;

- improving the sectoral structure of the economy through the creation of new ones, reforming unpromising
industries, including privatization, reorganization, reprofiling and a number of others.

According to the Committee on Statistics, the number workforce aged 15 years and older in the IV quarter
0f 2019, based on the results of a sample survey of employment, amounted to 9.2 million people. The economy
of the Republic employed 8.8 million people. The employment rate for the population aged 15 years and older
was 66.8 % and decreased by 0.2 % compared to the fourth quarter of 2018. The number of unemployed is
441.4 thousand people, and the unemployment rate is 4.8%.

In addition, in recent years, reforms in areas such as starting a business, paying taxes, protecting investors.
In particular, over the past period the amended standards of the state services in state registration and re-
registration of legal entities, optimised tax reporting forms. Recently, Kazakhstan introduced some elements
of the analysis of the regulatory influence of normative legal acts. So, to ensure the quality of development of
normative legal acts, assess their impact on the regulated sector and reduce corruption risks, was introduced for
assessing the socio-economic impact of new draft legislation, which is largely based on a model of regulatory
impact analysis.

Regulatory tools are a means of action against business entities, including the forms and means of state
regulation of business under article 81 of the Entreprencurial Code. A regulatory impact analysis is the analytical
procedure for mapping the benefits and costs from imposed regulatory tool, and related requirements, allowing
to assess the achievement of the objectives of state regulation in the future. The purpose of the regulatory
impact analysis is to increase the efficiency and effectiveness of the state policy regarding the use of specific
regulatory instruments through the evaluation of alternative management approaches to achieve certain goals
or solve clearly defined problems. In accordance with the Code, the basic principles of interaction of business
entities and the state are:

1) legality;

2) freedom of enterprise;

3) equality of subjects of entrepreneurship;

4) the inviolability of property;

5) fair competition;
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6) balance the interests of consumers, businesses and the state;

7) transparency of activities of state bodies and accessibility of information;

8) the effectiveness of state regulation of entrepreneurship;

9) encourage entrepreneurship and ensuring its protection and support;

10) support of domestic producers of goods, works, services;

11) prohibition of illegal state interference in the affairs of business entities;

12) limited state involvement in business activities [1].

On May 24, 2018 was signed the Law «On amendments and additions to some legislative acts of Kazakhstan
on the issues of improving regulation of entrepreneurial activities». The main goal of the changes is a
liberalization of the law in regulating business. The act provides for the reduction of public control functions
by almost 30%. An important role for the institution of preventive control, which will alert the offense. Only
the Law introduces about 1,000 amendments to the codes 14 and 109 of the laws. The direction of these
transformations corresponds to the main strategic course of the country - this is the creation of the most
favorable conditions for the development of entreprencurship [4].

In the development of the Law direct participation of the national Chamber of Entrepreneurs of Kazakhstan
«Atameken» (hereinafter — NCE «Atameken»). «Atameken» is a non — profit organization representing
an Alliance of businesses established to ensure a favourable legal, economic and social conditions for
implementing entrepreneurial initiative and the development of mutually beneficial partnerships between the
business community and the public authorities of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as stimulate and support
activities of associations of individual entrepreneurs and (or) legal entities in the form of an Association
(Union). The national Chamber created with the purpose of forming an institutional framework for growth and
further development of entrepreneurship in Kazakhstan.

8 Oct 2013 in 14 regional centers of Kazakhstan and cities of Astana and Almaty was created by the regional
chamber of entrepreneurs (RCE). The main objectives of the RCE are the following: sustainable growth and
development of entrepreneurial activity in all regions of the country; in order to take into account the interests of
entrepreneurs in the development and implementation of state policy in the field of entrepreneurship, ensuring
institutional conditions, improving mechanisms of state support and interaction between the state and business
in the relevant region of the country [5].

The Law «On amendments and additions to some legislative acts of Kazakhstan concerning improvement
of regulation of business activity» of NCE «Atamekeny included the following proposals:

1. Deregulation of business.

2. Front reduction of all types of costs for businesses.

3. The reform of informational tools.

4. Improvement of Kazakhstan's positions in the World Bank rating «Doing Business».

5. Audit to identify rules that hinder competition.

6. Increased responsibility of business [6].

Great attention from the state is paid to supporting businesses in various fields and sectors of activity,
especially in the industrial sector of the economy, export-oriented and import-substituting industries, as well
as socially significant and strategically important areas. In accordance with the Business Code, under the state
support of private enterprise refers to a set of government measures to stimulate the development of private
entrepreneurship, creating favourable legal, economic conditions for implementing entrepreneurial initiative
in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

State support of private enterprise includes the following main types:

1) financial and material support;

2) infrastructure support;

3) institutional support consisting in the creation and development of financial institutions supporting the
development of private enterprises, research institutes with the state bodies to study the problems and develop
proposals for the development of private entrepreneurship;

4) information support, namely, information-analytical, educational and methodological, scientific and
methodological support of entrepreneurship.
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The main directions of state support of private entrepreneurship in Kazakhstan are the following:

1) small and medium enterprises;

2) agriculture and non-agricultural business activities in rural areas;

3) industrial-innovative activity;

4) special economic zones;

5) investment activity;

6) entrepreneurship domestic producers of goods [1].

For quality policy implementation necessary to develop its institutional portion in accordance with best
international practices. In accordance with the recommendations of the world Bank requirements on procedures
for rulemaking in part the adoption and revision of regulations, compliance issues and other procedures of the
state bodies in implementation of this Concept assume the existence of a monitoring mechanism. International
practice shows that since the early 1980s with the development and implementation of new requirements
and procedures regulatory policies of the developed countries began to create the structure of the so-called
regulatory oversight.

For example, in the United States of America in the structure of the office of management and budget
(Office of Management and Budget) in 1980 created the office of information and regulatory Affairs (US
Office of Information and Regulatory Affairs). In 2005, the UK created a Directorate for better regulation
(The Better Regulation Executive). The Advisory Council on administrative barriers in the Netherlands
(AdviescollegeVermindering Administratieve Lasten) was established in 2000. The Council for better
regulation Sweden (Regelradet) was established in 2008 and started to operate in 2009. In Germany the
national Council for control of rules (Nationaler Normenkontollrat) was established in 2006. Similar councils
also exist in Mexico, Australia, Japan. In some countries the functions of the regulatory oversight performed
by the departments of the ministries. In Denmark it is the Department better regulation of the Ministry of
Finance in Finland's Bureau of legislative inspection of the Ministry of justice, France is the Service quality
and simplification of the Finance Ministry. In Greece, Belgium, Ireland and Korea this departments office of
the Prime Minister. In almost all countries of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development
except the United States of America, signing on regulatory oversight are Advisory in nature [7].

In different countries these bodies subsequently evolved and adapted to the effective synergy with the
public administration. So, today, there are some differences in the tasks assigned to these bodies, the functions
they perform, and their structure and place in the system of public administration.

RESULTS AND REASONING

The state policy in the field of regulation of small and medium-sized enterprises in the country is aimed at
such goals as the formation through the development of small enterprises of the middle class, which will be
based on the creation of high-tech industries with high added value.

To strengthen the interaction between the state and entrepreneurs, by Decree of the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan dated April 9, 2014 No. 791, the Council of National Investors was created under the President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The main tasks of the National Investor Council are:

1) Development of recommendations and proposals on improvement of normative legal base of the Republic
of Kazakhstan on issues of entreprencurship; creation of the conditions stimulating development of market
economy and attraction of domestic investments in the economy;

2) Consolidation of activities of private entrepreneurs and their associations operating in the Republic of
Kazakhstan;

3) Consideration and discussion of other important issues in the field of entrepreneurship and investment
policy [8].

For the development of entrepreneurship in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the state has established a number
of public institutions the field of entrepreneurship support. One of the main such institution is a Joint-stock
company entrepreneurship development Fund «Damuy (hereinafter — the Fund «Damuy), which was created
on the basis of the decision of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan from April 26, 1997 Ne665
«About creation of Fund of development of small entrepreneurship».
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The Fund «Damu» has more than 20 years of experience in supporting small and medium business in
Kazakhstan. Until 2010 the majority of participants in the programs of Fund «Damu» has received financial
support under the programs of conditional placement of funds in second tier banks. Implementation of the
programs of conditional placement of funds played an important role in reducing the General level of interest
rates on loans granted to small and medium enterprises [9].

However, small and medium business in Kazakhstan continues to experience some difficulties to overcome,
which required a consistent work to further improve the financial support mechanisms and improve the
effectiveness of regional development programs, the elimination of administrative barriers and enhance
industrial innovation capacity and the development of entrepreneurial education.

As already mentioned, the state regulation of entrepreneurship pays more attention to the development of
entrepreneurial training. One of the operators in the implementation of this direction is the «Damu» Fund and
the main directions in the study of entrepreneurship on the part of the Fund are:

1) Online training for beginners and existing entrepreneurs;

2) The training Program Support of existing business «Asyldar»;

3) Training of top management of small and medium enterprises.

I. Online training is conducted by «Damu» Fund through the implementation of a distance learning system
for beginners and existing entrepreneurs.

II. The training program is «Support existing businesses» at the moment is successfully completed.
Participants in this program were private businesses that were selected to participate in the Project by the
decision of the Independent Commission. Under this training program were implemented in such directions:

1. Diagnostics of a condition of participating in the Project, identifying the strengths and weaknesses of the
Participant of the Project, identifying problems hindering the development of the company.

2. Development roadmap development Project Participant by results of the diagnostics.

3. Development and implementation of the action Plan within the Strategy business development Project
Participant by the selection of types of support from among the following:

1) expert consulting;

2) training support;

3) foreign missions;

4) recommendations for obtaining financial support.

Funding for this Project was carried out at the expense of own funds of the «Damu» Fund, personal funds
of Participants of the Project (up to 50% of the costs for diagnostics, training, and peer support).

III. Training of top management of small and medium enterprises. The aim of teaching entrepreneurs the
following:

* Training of top managers of the latest models and the conduct of business;

* Improving the competitiveness, survival and sustained growth of companies;

* Increase the entrepreneurial level of business from the public [9].

The entrepreneurial goal of the «Damuy» Fund in its activities is to provide financial and non-financial
support to SMEs, to support the sustainable development of micro-, small and medium-sized business entities
in the country using systemic, effective methods of state support.

Types of financial support from «Damuy Fund:

* soft loans through second-tier banks as part of targeted programs for regions and individual industries,
microcredit through microcredit organizations;

* reduction in interest rates on loans for the development of entrepreneurship provided by banks;

* provision of a partial guarantee in order to secure bank loans;

* subsidizing - reduction of interest rates on business development loans issued by banks;

* guarantee - the provision of a partial guarantee as collateral for bank loans.

Types of non-financial supportare provided in Entrepreneur Service Centers:

* free seminars and master classes in specialized areas of business;

» free consulting and service support in the most important areas of business and government programs to
support small and medium-sized businesses.
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Currently in Kazakhstan to promote business development, entrepreneurial training, and state support of
entrepreneurship, including youth and women's entrepreneurship implemented a series of public programs, for
example:

1. Unified Program of support and business development «Business Road map — 2020 is a program for the
issuance of state grants and loans, reducing payments on the loan, loan guarantee and training of entrepreneurs,
aims to support the development of small and medium business in Kazakhstan. The goal of this program
is a steady and balanced growth in the development of regional entreprencurship, the creation of new and
permanent jobs at enterprises, and the preservation of existing jobs. The implementation period 2015-2019
[10].

2. The program of development of productive employment and mass business for the years 2017-
2021 «Enbek», whose aim is the promotion of productive employment and the involvement of citizens in
entrepreneurship. One of the goals of the Program is learning the basics of entrepreneurship. In the framework of
this direction is the entrepreneurship training project «Bastau Business». The entrepreneurship training courses
are unemployed persons registered in employment Centres and self-employed persons with entrepreneurial
potential, members of agricultural cooperatives, as well as persons living in rural settlements and small cities
of Kazakhstan. Participants in the program who are studying entrepreneurship in the context of this Project are
provided by state-support tuition, stipends and travel [11].

3. The programof development of monotowns for 2012-2020, aimed at the sustainable socio-economic
development of single-industry towns in the medium and long term.

4. Program «Grant funding». Government grants are available to small businesses, including young
entrepreneurs, budding entrepreneurs, as well as women, the disabled and persons over the age of 50, on a
gratuitous and irrevocable basis for new business ideas in priority sectors of the economy and manufacturing
in the program. Under this program, state grants are provided without branch restrictions [9].

5. Program to create Mobile SCE. Mobile SCE (ICPC) is a specially-equipped buses that travel to rural
areas to ensure information and advice to support entrepreneurs in remote areas.

6. The program on creation of business service Centers in the regional centers. The entrepreneurs service
centers is a full package of consulting services in the mode of «one windowy, training, workshops and seminars
on the most topical business issues.

Also, for the purposes of the business education in Kazakhstan is implementing the Project «Business
Advisor» who teaches entrepreneurs how to start their own business or to optimize already-established company.
During the training the entrepreneurs receive the knowledge to create their own business, marketing, human
resources management, legal basics of business and finance. Training is currently conducted by professional
teachers and trainers in 209 districts and cities of Kazakhstan [5].

Public policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan concerning regulation of private business is focused primarily
on the formation of the middle class, through the development of small entrepreneurship based on the creation
of new high-tech industries with the highest added value.

Examples of the relationship between enterprise development and productive employment is the
implementation of the program of development of productive employment and mass business for the years
2017-2021 «Enbek» and ending in the current year, the successful Program «Business Road map — 2020».
Program productive employment «Enbek» plays the most important macro-economic role and important
socio-economic importance.

The main goal of the Program «Enbek» is to promote productive employment of the population and
involve citizens in entrepreneurship. Let's take a closer look at some of the indicators and results of Program
implementation.

Let us consider the statistical indicators for the results of the Program:

1. The unemployment rate for the first quarter of 2019 is 4.8 % (in 2021 — no more than 4.8 %).

2. The share of labor resources with basic, secondary, general and primary education as of July 1, 2019, is
14.6 % (in 2021 — no more than 20 %).

3. The proportion of unproductively employed (out of self-employed population) as of July 1, 2019, is 9.3
% (in 2021 — no more than 10 %).
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4. The growth of actively operating small and medium-sized enterprises as of 01 Jan 2019, is 1241 thousand
SMEs, the growth rate for the first half of 2019 is 110.3 % (in 2021 — an increase is expected to be of at least
10 %) [12].

One of the objectives of the program of development of productive employment, «Enbek» is the
entrepreneurship training in accordance with the second direction of the Program «The Development of
mass entrepreneurship». In the framework of this direction is the entrepreneurship training project «Bastau
Business». The operator of the project «Bastau Businessy is the Ministry of national economy of the Republic
of Kazakhstan. The entrepreneurship training courses are unemployed persons regardless of registration with
the employment Centres and self-employed persons with entrepreneurial potential, members of agricultural
cooperatives, as well as in rural settlements and small cities of Kazakhstan. For example, in 2017 the number
of participants in the project «Bastau Business» amounted to 15 thousand people. It should be noted that
Program participants undergoing entreprencurship training under this project are provided by state-support
tuition, stipends and travel. Upon completion of training, participants receive a certificate on completion of
entrepreneurship education and training participation in this project [11].

As part of the second direction of the «Enbek» Program, the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection of
the Population, through subsidiaries of NH «KazAgro», provides loans / microcredits to implement business
projects in rural populated areas and small towns of Kazakhstan. Loans are unemployed, self-employed,
budding entrepreneurs, agricultural cooperatives, members of the anchor societies. The Ministry of agriculture
in the framework of «Enbek» participates in the project «Bastau Business» teaching business skills to aspiring
entrepreneurs. Education is free, providing scholarships for the training [13].

Due to the launch in 2010 of the state program «Business Road map — 2020» has broadened the range of
tools to support entrepreneurship through «Damuy» Fund. In particular, it began subsidizing interest rates on
loans to small and medium business credit guarantee of small and medium business, and also launched a large-
scale implementation of training programmes and consultancy support for small and medium businesses. It
is worth noting the fact that in 2015 the operator of non-financial support in the framework of the common
program «Business Road map — 2020» is the NCE «Atamekeny. In this regard, the national Chamber starting
in 2015 started the implementation of the following projects: «Business Advisor», «Business-Growthy,
«Business communication», «Senior seniors», «Business-Nasikhat», «Support Centers in single-industry
townsy, «Support Centers in small towns and district centresy.

The main results of realization of «Business Road map — 2020» are:

- implementation of nearly 9 thousand projects;

- creation of 392 thousand jobs;

- direction on training and retraining of about 150 thousand people, of which about 50 % are employed;

- employment of more than 192 thousand people to social jobs and workplaces under the youth practice.

Wide application in the framework of active forms of employment assistance (social workplaces, youth
practice, retraining and improvement of professional skill) contributed to enhancing citizens of the target
population, and the level of youth unemployment (4.1 percent) was first recorded at the level below the General
level of unemployment in the country [12].

CONCLUSION

State support of entrepreneurship has a direct impact on the employment and solving the unemployment
problem. Small and medium businesses, and larger companies, with favorable conditions for stable functioning
in a competitive environment, not only retain employment, but also in the expansion of production create new
jobs, thus providing more productive employment in General.

Thus, the significant contribution of small and medium enterprises in manufacturing value added and job
creation due to the current sectoral structure of production, which, in turn, is determined by the availability of
natural resources, technologies and production scales.

A developed business sector is the basis for sustainable economic development in any country, which
contributes to increasing productive employment and improving the volume and quality of gross domestic
production.
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Currently, state programs continue to be implemented, that are aimed to: improve the employment system
of the population of Kazakhstan; prevent the growth of unemployment; promote the growth of productive
employment; improve the quality of the workforce; protect the national labor market.

The considered main measures and methods of state support of entrepreneurship, which are especially
actively implemented within the framework of the «Enbek» program for the development of productive
employment and mass entrepreneurship, are of great macroeconomic importance in solving the problems of
employment, employment and entrepreneurship development.
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SUMMARY

The main purpose of the article was to study the main goals and directions of state support and regulation of
entrepreneurship as factors that directly affect the development of productive and rational employment of the
population. Priority measures and methods of state support and regulation of entrepreneurship implemented
within the framework of state programs in the Republic of Kazakhstan are considered.

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TRANSFER PRICING IN THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN:
MAIN PROBLEMS OF STATE REGULATION AND CONTROL

ABSTRACT

Purpose of research — to investigate the current development trends of transfer pricing state regulation
system in the Republic of Kazakhstan and to consider the prospects for system improvement.

Methodology. Comparative analysis of foreign and Kazakh approaches to control transfer pricing.
Assessment of best practices based on the analysis of normative documents, statistical data, scientific
publications, materials of seminars and conferences.

Originality /value of research. The author examines the basic approaches of transfer pricing regulation in the
world practice and in the Republic of Kazakhstan, analyzes the specifics of legal regulation of the researched
sphere in Kazakhstan. On the basis of the analysis recommendations on optimization of state regulation and
control are developed.

Research results. The existing regulatory framework of transfer pricing and the practice of its application
in Kazakhstan do not contribute to increasing the initiative of business, do not stimulate foreign economic
activity, restrain the inflow of foreign investments and modern technologies into the country. It is necessary
to change the approaches to regulation at the basic level and focus it on building partnerships between the
state and business. One of the key tasks is to harmonize the norms of domestic legislation with the generally
accepted international principles of regulation.

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ABSTRACT

Purpose of research. Introduction of a new element of quality in higher education sector and highlight
important aspects of quality culture in quality management.

Research methodology. An analysis of the existing body of literature related to quality, culture and quality
culture.

Originality /value of research of the paper is that it can serve as a theoretical guideline for regional
academics, scholars and university managers to formulate their quality management processes in accordance
with existing quality culture or to reshape their organizations bringing new aspects of quality culture.

Research results. The authors reach the conclusion that, in order to have real quality in higher education, it
is important to introduce a quality culture and to constantly improve it taking into consideration both cultural/
psychological element and structural/managerial element of quality culture.

INTRODUCTION

The concept of quality has received widespread and interested attention during the last years among
academics, scholars and representatives of the higher education sector. With the discussion of the concept 'of
quality’, defining what ‘customer’ is essential. A number of authors criticize using the term 'customer' in higher
education as a consumer of educational services. Ballantine outlined the main differences between higher
education and business organizations. According to Dworkin, there are two distinct structures in HEIs, which
encompass academic and hierarchical administrative structures [1]. As well as since university employees are
professionals and academics in their disciplines, they expect more autonomy and academic freedom while
transmitting knowledge and conducting research.

There is plenty of scholars, who have already defined quality in higher education and its potential
customers. To gain and maintain a competitive position in an increasingly competitive market, HEIs
have acknowledged the need to invest in organizational culture processes. In recent years, the public
and political demand for quality education have led university managers to apply diverse managerial
approaches to develop effective quality management and to stay customer-oriented institution. A number
of scholars believe that a prerequisite for quality products and services is development of quality culture
and organizational culture change in an organization [2, 3, 4, 5]. Thus, the present paper is an attempt
to provide a conceptual framework of 'quality culture'. The paper outlines a new approach of quality
management and explores available literature on defining the role of quality culture in developing effective
quality management and describes the main requirements for implementing an organizational quality
change.

In her analysis, G. Minazheva defines three aspects of quality education according to the report of the
UNESCO Document: the first is quality of staff and study programmes, provided by a combination of teaching
and research, their compliance with public demand; the second is quality of study environment and finally,
quality of the infrastructure (Please refer to Figure 1).

However, Peters and Waterman claimed that quality management could be successful and effective if
processes and systems are supported by a quality culture defined in an organization, since an appropriate
implementation of the soft side of management that is shared values, beliefs and staff, skills of all members
of an organization is essential as well as control over the hard aspects of management (strategy, structure,
systems) [7]. Quality culture in higher education is an organizational culture, which enables development of
an effective and efficient quality management approach for university managers to realize objectives of higher
education institution and to improve the quality of educational services. In that way, the rather new concept of
quality culture can be defined as an essential part of quality management, where invisible existing values of an
organization and the way employers behave is taken into consideration.

It is clear that as a part of quality education, development of quality culture in an organization is an essential
approach of effective quality management. Despite, the positive interpretation of quality culture as an effective
tool of quality performance in an organization, the exact meaning of the concept is subject for the discussion
among regional academics, HEIs managers and quality experts. Thus, the further empirical study of the
importance of quality culture in shaping the internal quality assurance system of universities from perspectives
of faculty staff could add more value to the practical significance of quality culture. After entering the Bologna
area, the concept of ‘quality culture’ has not become as a new phenomenon in Kazakhstani higher education
system. However, there are still some missing gaps hampering development of favourable conditions and key
working mechanisms for development of quality culture. Since, the presented paper gives a general conceptual
framework and outlook to the concept of ‘quality culture’, the deep research studies defining the concept of
quality culture taking into account features of regional environment, empirical research identifying the link
between faculty staff and university management in shaping the effective quality culture, as well as thorough
study exploring the most important working mechanisms of quality culture are apparent.

LITERATURE REVIEW

Culture. A company is a culture. A culture is a group of people united by common values and beliefs.
No products neither services bind a company together. No size neither power makes a company strong,
but culture, as a system of beliefs and values that everyone shares, beginning from a top to down. Every
single employee feels better in culture, where he/she feels well, where his / her values and beliefs reflected
[8]. Webster’s New World Encyclopedia gives a common and widely- known definition for the concept of
‘culture’. It describes culture as a lifestyle of definite individuals who share common behaviour and values,
beliefs, customs, traditions, rules, rituals and language within an organization. Leighton & Hughes claimed
that ‘culture’ is a shared set of beliefs, feelings and acclimatization of people carried in their mind [9]. Another
group of scholars defines ‘culture’ as ideas, habits organized in a group and shared by each individual [10],
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as well as main beliefs, thinking and assumptions created, developed in a particular group to solve external
adaption and internal integration problems in regards to current and new members of the unit [11].

Quality. There is no single, absolute, agreed or universally accepted definition of the term, since it seems
very hard to give a definition of quality that all experts or stakeholders can agree on.

From perspectives of political interest to the issue of quality, Dill, Brennan and Shah, Newton and Billing
have shown the following objectives for managing and improving quality [12-16]:

- Accountability and transparency to stakeholders

- Allocation of public funds wisely

- Organizational change in higher education systems

- Quality improvement of higher education

- Promotion of academic mobility of students and staff

- The collaboration of universities and economic sector

- International competition among higher education institutions.

Below, the present paper has summarized the major findings of definitions given to the concept of
‘quality’. Longanecker and Blanco proposed the definition of 'quality' from perspectives of academic staff and
administrators and their approach to providing quality education (that is 'who and how students are taught'),
rather than what students attain [17]. Another scholar defined 'quality' from perspectives of stakeholders'
perceptions, quantifiable elements, design of programmes and external standards [18]. However, both studies
undermined other stakeholders’” perspectives: the former - students and external stakeholders, and the latter
— the perspective of students. In the literature, there are main criteria of a quality product in case of higher
education:

- Competitiveness at a national and international academic area (for instance positions at rankings)

- Demand/relevance of the product (employability rate of graduates)

- Attractiveness (number of international students, and  academic mobility
programmes)

- The autonomy of the university

- Quality products (degree products accredited by accreditation agencies)

Lucien Bollaert, an independent quality expert, proposed the shift of paradigm of understanding the concept
of ‘quality’ and ‘quality assurance’ in Table 1.

Admittedly, potential external stakeholders define quality, since employers and society dictates the main
requirements for HEISs to receive quality graduates. The European Foundation for Quality Management defined
major principles and values of quality management. The main moving forces of quality management rely on
effective leadership, people engagement, organization strategy, partnership and resources, which all together
lead to processes, products and service productions. Please refer to Table 2.

Basic principles of quality assurance encompass leadership, carried out by vision, inspiration and honesty
of leaders, who act as role models for their values and ethics (responsibility, people management). As
well as it is worth to note the role of management which coordinates processes structured and strategically
and applies factual decision-making practices; equally important, an integrated system that combines
all processes and measures their realization. In the same way, belief in continuous improvement and
encouragement of people who achieve organization and personal goals in a harmonized way (democratic
governance).

The main concept of quality management is a shift from a traditional model of management (planning,
organizing, leading and controlling) to continuous improvement. Be it higher education institution, government
agencies or business units, quality culture is a very important factor for any organization to develop strong
quality management.

Quality Culture. In the literature, there seems to be no general definition of 'quality' and 'quality culture'.
There is plenty of discussions regarding the definition of 'quality culture' like 'quality'. Quality culture has been
identified as a process of transforming quality assurance procedures into daily activities of an organization
[5], whereas another scholar considers quality culture as an attitude of employers how they accept the issue
of quality in daily practice [21]. Viljoen and van Waveren defined quality culture as an organizational culture
which provides the responsibility of all engaged individuals for quality [4].

The literature attempts to eliminate the gap in defining the concept of quality culture by studying the
notion of quality. There are five descriptions quality defined in the education sector: quality as 'exceptional',
'perfection or consistency', 'fitness for purpose', 'value for money' and 'transformation' [5]. As for the concept
of ‘culture’, it is defined as a type of an organizational culture, which refers to the set of norms, beliefs,
attitudes and customs developed within an organization [22], additionally, Berings believes psychological-
cultural elements of quality culture should be shared not only by individuals, groups within an organization, as
well as, by stakeholders engaged in quality processes [23].

Domovic Vidovic has provided two aspects of quality in higher education institutions Figure 2 [24].

The available literature proposes several features of building a quality culture in higher education institution
[22]:

- Acceptance of quality culture philosophy by members of all levels of an organization

- Development of effective interaction between university management, faculty staff and external
stakeholders.

- Focus on the importance of human resources

- Motivation procedures as rewarding, promotion and recognizing of outstanding employees.

- Implementation of a strong system of values and belief within an organization.

- Engagement of all internal and external stakeholders in the process of quality assurance
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- Development of feelings of responsibility for decision-making and quality education among all individuals
of an institution. (the last two have been presented by author).

Generally, quality culture is accepted as a set of values within a group that directs an organization for
improvements, which contributes to the development of effective approach for quality [23]. Several authors
have attempted to define ‘quality culture’ as a part of an organizational culture, where every member of each
unit is responsible for quality [21]. Schein believes that ‘quality culture’ should encompass various aspects of
organizational culture, like assumptions, membership, interactions, while Robbins claims it as “the social glue
that helps to hold an organization together” [25].

The relation between “Quality Culture” and “Quality Assurance"”. The chronology of reforms and
transformations taking place in the field of education shows that quality assurance of education is initially
inherent in the academic environment. Assessment of the quality of education, which dates back to the 80s of
the last century, gradually acquired a social function. The governments of several European countries refused
centralized regulation of the higher education system and announced their readiness to provide more autonomy
to universities, if they guarantee the quality of education. As a result of the World Declaration adopted in Paris,
independent quality assurance associations have been created in European countries. These are civil society
institutions that form “feedback’ mechanisms for the interests of society, universities, students, employers and
the state. They were called upon to conduct external examinations of the university in the forms of assessment,
accreditation and audit. Independent associations generate information for consumers. Their activity contributes
to the elimination of unscrupulous producers of educational services, helps to adapt the educational programs
of universities to the needs and trends in the labour markets. The joint documents of the education ministers
of European countries set a specific goal for the countries participating in the Bologna process - to develop
existing quality assurance systems.

Development of a quality assurance system is realized in two levels: the institutional level — development
of an internal quality assurance system and at the national level — development of an external assessment and
quality assurance system [26].

Quality assurance is one of the most important functions of modern higher education. Formation of
assessment principles and the development of quality culture in higher education institutions are necessary.
Several authors have attempted to define quality culture as the paper has already discussed, however, the
academics claim that quality is not a new phenomenon, is a process of making a change in already existing
quality culture that is why development of culture should not require bringing a new element into organizations.
Despite some arguments about the nature of culture in organizations, there is an invisible bond between the
culture of an organization and quality education to improve organizational performance [5].

The broad accepted use of the term ‘quality culture’ refers to the definition of the European University
Association (EUA), which states culture as following: “An organizational culture that intends to enhance
quality permanently and is characterized by two distinct elements: a cultural/psychological element of shared
values, beliefs, expectations and commitment towards quality and a structural/managerial element with defined
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processes that enhance quality and aim at coordinating individual efforts (EUA, 2006). Besides, different
dimensions of quality culture have been proposed. The first refers to the 'hard' aspect, which covers quality
management, strategies, processes and 'soft' dimensions that encompass shared values, beliefs and commitment
and skills of staff. Another aspect of higher education organizational culture refers to ‘the collective, mutually
shaping pattern of norms, values, practices, beliefs and assumptions that guide the behaviour of individuals
and groups in HEI and provide a frame of reference within which to interpret the meaning of events and
actions on and off campus’ [27]. As can be seen from the figure 3 there are two aspects of quality culture in an
organization. It should be noted that the implementation of the soft aspect of management is as important as
hard aspects of management (Figure 3).

The importance of developing a quality culture within an organization is that it is an invisible component
of quality assurance mechanism, which creates favourable conditions and environment to provide quality for
organization development and improvement. Quality assurance is a management approach, which focuses
on quality organization and engagement of all interested parties to satisfy their expectations. In the European
Higher Education Area, quality assurance is the main element of the Bologna process. The goal of European
Higher Education Area (EHEA) — officially launched in 2010 (Budapest-Vienna Declaration, 2010) is to
ensure that the higher education system of all participating countries and universities is at the same level,
ensuring student mobility and achieving mutual recognition of diplomas. The principles of quality assurance in
the EHEA are outlined in the standards and guidelines for quality assurance in the European Higher Education
Area (ESG, 2015).

Quality assurance in higher education consists of:

- External quality assurance

- Internal quality assurance

External quality assurance system assesses and controls an internal quality assurance system. The main
aspect of quality assurance according to ESG and principles of European standards — only HEI is responsible
for quality education.

Currently, most universities often consider external quality assurance conducted by an accreditation agency
as the main and most important part of the quality assurance system. Often the goal is to fulfil some external
requirements, rather than developing own internal quality assurance system. The internal quality system is
sometimes formal, fragmented, or even absent in many cases. Sometimes in the perception of university staff
the main responsibility for the quality education lies with external partners - quality assurance agencies, the
state, the ministry.
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Nevertheless, quality assurance is the responsibility of higher education institutions and the formation of
quality culture is an important step to develop an internal quality assurance of institution.

Pavel Adina-Petruta assigned the description of quality culture in three levels. The starting point of levels is
normative, which considers beliefs, values and norms related to quality. The next comes strategic level, where
quality culture is developed through decision-making processes, planning and organizations of processes. The
real visibility of quality culture is on the operative level when definite concepts and measures are implemented
to improve quality.

There have been so far extensive discussions and debates regarding the components of quality assurance
mechanisms, mainly in regards to internal quality assurance. Building a strong quality culture no more requires
the development of single internal quality assurance system, but also mutual trust and common beliefs among all
units of higher education institution developed systematically, action by action, without force and bureaucracy.

CONCLUSION

To summarize the present paper, effective quality management in an organization encompasses both
cultural/psychological element of organizational culture and structural/managerial element as well. This paper
can serve as a theoretical guideline for prospective university managers to define if there is a need to make
changes in existing organizational culture to manage university effectively and to reshape their organizational
structures. Additionally, the concept of ‘quality culture’ should not be neglected by university management,
since the backbone and the brick of organization is not a system, neither processes nor standards, rather human
capital. Implementation of successful quality management practices stem from the engagement of both internal
(administrators and staff) and external stakeholders (employers, partners, accreditation agencies and society)
into the process of quality management. If the basic component of external quality assurance is accreditation,
then the principal part of internal quality assurance is development of quality culture within an organization.

To summarize, the current paper opens new research questions in terms of theoretical and empirical studies.
The results of the research paper provides valuable information about the concept of a quality culture and its
organizational elements for academics, scholars, as well as for candidates of a PhD degree programme. Since
today, HEIs are facing economic, political and social challenges of globalization in positioning itself at the
labour and education arena, the development of effective internal quality assurance system encompassing all
organizational aspects and elements of quality culture is essential.

The practical value of the paper is that it rises a considerable number of issues subject for further discussions
and studies. The university administration has realized greater importance of effective quality management
to ensure quality education and to be competitive on educational and labour area. Thus, this study gives a
new insight for university managers and practitioners to consider the existing environmental conditions of an
organization before setting new strategies and goals to develop effective internal quality assurance system.
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SUMMARY
In the presented paper, the concepts of “quality”, “culture” and “quality culture” are analyzed and the key
elements of a quality culture are presented. The authors claim that, for effective quality management in an
organization, the study and development of both cultural-psychological and structural-managerial elements of
organizational culture is an important aspect of management in an organization. In conclusion of the article,
the authors recommend the university leadership do not neglect the concept of “quality culture”, since the main
foundation of the organization is not a system, processes or standards, but human capital.

Purpose of research is to identify changes in the labor market as a result of technological updates. Public
administration mechanism for the professional retraining of unemployed citizens in Kazakhstan in the digital
economy.

Methodology. Statistical analysis, identification of problems and methods of their solution are applied. The
paper considers changes in the labor market and indicators of retraining of the unemployed. Professions and
skills that are in demand on the market are analyzed. We also analyze the mechanisms of state management of
labor training.

Research results. In accordance with the results of the study, it was found that the importance of being
guided by the requirements of the digital economy is important when retraining unemployed citizens and for
identifying professions and skills that are in demand on the market. We are making proposals to improve the
mechanisms of state employment management.

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ABSTRACT

The research paper was prepared as a part of grant project on «Increasing the competitiveness of national
human resources as a condition of balancing the labor resources and job places» (IRN of the project
AP05132547, 2018-2020).

The purpose of research. Paper is to study the labor market in Kazakhstan in the regional context using
cluster analysis methods and identify the peculiarities of the situation at the labor market of country’s territorial
units in order to define the impact of a set of specific factors on unemployment.

Methodology. The method used to create clusters of objects (across 17 territorial units of Kazakhstan) is
cluster analysis in combination with quantitative method of correlation and regression analysis. A segmentation
of regions is observed for the years of 2014 to 2019, based on selected indicators of the labor market situation.
The data collected from the databases of the official statistical information of the Statistics Committee of the
Ministry of National Economy of Kazakhstan.

Originality / value of the research. The current state of the labor market in regions of Kazakhstan (14
regions and 3 cities of national importance) is analyzed, and a system of statistical indicators that influence
the state and development of this market is formed. Based on the obtained results, a differentiated approach of
developing measures was proposed in order to reduce the unemployment in the country.

Research results. The main results obtained include: The author carried out the clustering of regions of
Kazakhstan by the level of labor market development using the method of cluster analysis. According to
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the results of multidimensional grouping, 3 clusters were obtained, which characterize the specifics of the

economic situation of the labor market in the cities and regions of the country. The results of the calculations

performed are presented, and the main measures and directions are proposed to reduce unemployment.
Keywords: unemployment rate, labor market, correlation, cluster analysis.

INTRODUCTION

The specifics of the labor market situation in each region orient towards the use of a set of specific factors,
the study of the influence of which on the unemployment rate allows to use the methods of correlation and
regression analysis for its forecasting, development of an integrated model and use of factors statistically
significantly affecting the unemployment coefficient.

However, itis always difficult to choose one attribute as the basis of classification. The multiple classification
is even more difficult. The combination of two attributes allows to maintain the visibility of the table, but the
combination of more than two attributes gives a completely unsatisfactory result. The structured methods of
object classification allow to maintain the complexity of group description and at the same time overcome
the disadvantages of cross-classification. These multidimensional methods are combined by the term “cluster
analysis”.

The English word «cluster» means a group, a bundle, that is, a union of some homogeneous phenomena.
Cluster analysis got widespread due to the use of personal computers and STATISTICA application program
packages [1].

The main purpose of cluster analysis is to isolate homogeneous groups in the original multidimensional
data, such that the objects within the groups are close in the selected metric in the multidimensional attribute
space, and objects from different groups are far from each other.

When studying the methods of cluster analysis, difficulties arise due to the lack of a formal exact statement
of the problem of cluster analysis. First of all, the definition of a cluster presents challenges. Besides, a space
of bigger dimension has even greater difficulties with various options of mutual arrangement of objects and
clusters. Therefore, to classify the objects we first need to introduce the concept of proximity of objects in an
attribute space.

The great advantage of cluster analysis is that it allows to split objects not by one parameter, but by a
whole set of attributes. Besides, unlike most mathematical and statistical methods, cluster analysis does not
impose any restrictions on the type of objects under consideration, and allows to consider a lot of input data
of almost arbitrary nature. This is of great importance, for example, for predicting the situation at the regional
labor market, when the indicators have a diverse form that impedes the application of traditional econometric
approaches. [2] Cluster analysis allows to consider quite a large amount of information and dramatically
reduce and compress large files of social and economic information, make them compact and visual.

Cluster analysis is applied to the sets of time series, characterizing economic development (for example,
market conjuncture). Here we can highlight the periods when the values of the corresponding indicators were
sufficiently close, as well as determine the groups of the time series, the dynamics of which are most similar.

Among the tasks of social and economic forecasting, a combination of cluster analysis with other quantitative
methods (for example, regression analysis) is very promising [1]. The good case, where this method could be
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useful for application is the unemployment issue in Kazakhstan, that is in large territorial differentiation. The
unemployment methodology used by state labor and employment agencies does not reflect the real situation at
the labor market of critical regions of the country.

Based on the results of the cluster analysis and the grouping of territorial units having similar situation at
the labor market, it is possible to develop a differentiated approach for development of measures to reduce
unemployment.

In this context, the aim of this paper is to represent the diversity level of the situation on the labor market
among the territorial units of Kazakhstan. In order to reach the set goal, the multidimensional clustering method
is applied.

The paper consists of four sections: Section 1 is on the actuality of the given issue, Section 2 focuses on
literature review, Section 3 is the main part of the research and Section 4 gives the main outcomes and the
directions of solving the problem.

Review of literature. The theoretical base of the labor market was laid by the representatives of the classical
school in economic science. For example, the basis of the doctrine of the Scottish economist Adam Smith [3]
(1723-1790) was the thesis of free competition as a condition for the optimal use of material, financial and
human resources. He reasoned that the volume of employment in a country's economy is determined by the
average wage rate of one employee. If the average wage rate of one employee increases, the possibility of
securing employment decreases.

Another representative of the classical school, the English economist David Riccardo (1772—1823) [4]
substantiated the position on the dependence of wages on labor supply. The dependence is manifested in the
fact that an increase in wages above the minimum level necessary for the normal reproduction of the population
leads to an increase in labor supply, and this, in its turn, affects a decrease in wages.

The labor market theory appeared in a variety of studies by such outstanding economists as Alfred Marshall
(1842-1924) [5], John Maynard Keynes (1883—1946) [6], and others. Modern Russian and Kazakh scientists
have contributed to the study of labor market problems — E. A. Utkin [7], A. P. Egorshin [8], B. G. E. Slezinger
[9], A. 1. Rofe [10], M. K. Meldakhanova, S. A. Kaliyeva [11], and others.

What is meant by the labor market? First of all, this is a system of social relations related to hiring and
labor supply, i.e. with its purchase and sale; this is also an economic space — the field of employment, in which
buyers and sellers of a specific product — labor interact; this is a mechanism ensuring coordination of prices and
working conditions between employers and employees; finally, this is a mechanism that represents the system
of internal labor markets of enterprises interacting with local and regional markets, it can regulate employment
and unemployment, maintaining them at the desired level. It can successfully function “in automatic mode”
under normal conditions, that is, within the permissible values of employment and unemployment. When
going beyond these limits, which is typical for the economic crisis, institutional impacts on labor markets are
necessary by implementing a set of economic and organizational measures aimed at increasing the demand for
labor while increasing its price due to the advanced training of the workers and achievement by them of a high
level of labor efficiency [12].

Trends in economic development leading to a change in the structure of consumer demand, in turn, change
the structure of total demand for workers, i.e. new, more modern goods and services are created that require
implementation of advanced technologies; accordingly, structural reorganization of production is carried out
with the reduction of old and the development of new economic facilities. In this regard, advanced training of
the existing workers is carried out, with some of the employees being released. Released staff often becomes
unemployed, because, as a rule, people react slowly to the emergence of new professions; as a result, the
structure of labor offers does not correspond to the structure of jobs, and it turns out that some workers do
not have the skills that employers need, and these citizens become unemployed. This type of unemployment
is called structural; it creates a new form of functioning of the labor market, which is called a flexible labor
market [13].

If a person is given the freedom to choose his\her type of activity and place of work, then at each specific
moment some of the employees fall in a state when they have already left their previous work, but have not
yet found a new one. Some of them change jobs voluntarily, some are looking for job for the first time, others
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have finished seasonal work. The economic function of this part of the labor market is that only wage labor is
formed here, and the labor market in its activity is trying to bring the quantity and quality of workers into line
with the available jobs. Such type of unemployment is called frictional [14].

The change of situation at the market of goods and services, increase in competition between the goods
producers lead to the fact that some manufacturers reduce or even stop production. As a result, employees are
transferred from one workplace, enterprise, industry to another, causing serious problems in the labor market.
In the course of such transfer, as well as when leaving the sphere of potential labor market, the periods off the
hired work of various durations are formed, an army of the unemployed appears; such type of unemployment
is called cyclical [15].

Western experts distinguish 5 groups of workers with various job and material securities:

1) highly skilled workers with a high social status of employment. The level of payment and working
conditions comply with international standards. There are a minority of such workers, and their income growth
is usually higher than the growth of the general economic level and inflation rate,

2) workers competing with each other at the labor market, but still having job security and not subject to
mass unemployment. They include the majority of skilled workers, and their income growth is equal to the
growth of inflation rate,

3) workers engaged in manual labor, mainly in the manufacturing and mining industries. Their professions
disappear together with reduction of the industries themselves. Wage levels are supported by trade union
organizations, and employment is protected by collective bargaining agreements,

4) workers with those professions that are in excess supply at the labor market. This is a sector of services
with low labor productivity. Their wages are low and their employment is not secured,

5) segment of population that is more or less disengaged in the labor market. These are young people and
those who have been unemployed for a long time.

The size of the Kazakhstan labor market is significant. The increase in the share of the economically active
population is due to those who have not earlier participated in the labor market. According to the Committee
on Statistics of the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the unemployment rate in
the country has not changed and constitutes 4.9 %.

The absence of any connection between the unemployment rate and the change in the state of economy
indicates a low priority of unemployment for government agencies, for which it is easier to classify a certain
category of people as self-employed and thereby obtain a low unemployment rate. It does not necessarily mean
that all self-employed are unemployed, but it is obvious that most of them have unstable employment, take odd
jobs, including seasonal ones, and if there is adequate job, they would prefer to be hired or to do small business
by more favorable economic conditions.

MAIN PART OF THE RESEARCH

Cluster analysis is one of multidimensional methods that allows observations to be classified into
groups [6]. Cluster analysis include several different algorithms of realization.In order to group the
territorial units into clusters, a hierarchical Ward’s algorithm based on a Euclidean distance has been
chosen [16].

Each unit of population in cluster analysis is considered as a point in a given attribute space. The value of
each attribute of this unit serves as its coordinate in this space, by analogy with the coordinates of a point in
our real three-dimensional space. Thus, an attribute space is the area of variation of all of the attributes of the
totality of the phenomena studied. If we liken this space to an ordinary space having the Euclidean metric, then
we will get the opportunity to measure the "distance" between the points of the attribute space. These distances
are called Euclidean, formula (1):

The result of the classification process is a dendrogram — a tree of cluster groups with serial numbers of
objects on the vertical axis and a scale of distances along the horizontal axis. As the obtained clusters represent
a homogeneous population by characteristics, it seems possible to get a regression model [16].

This method is the highly recommended due to the efficiency criterion of presenting the actual data structure
[17].

To assess the degree of difference in the situation at the labor market, a cluster analysis was carried out for
17 territorial units of the Republic of Kazakhstan: 14 regions and 3 cities of republican status.

Before using the cluster analysis method, it was found out which factors should be used as the basis for
multidimensional classification. A more reasonable method for selecting factors is a correlation analysis,
which consists in selecting factor attributes X for further analysis, which allows a quantitative description of
the relationship between the attributes.

At the beginning, the main indicators gathered from official reports of the Statistical Committee of the
Ministry of National Economy of Kazakhstan. The selection of the variables is based on the performed
literature review on the determinants of labor market and unemployment [18; 19; 20].

The unemployment rate of the regions and cities of Kazakhstan in 2019, in % to the average number of
employees, was taken as the main indicator characterizing the state of unemployment in the region (Y), the
factor attributes (X) were the following:

X1 — the employment rate of the population to the labor force, %o;

X2 — employed population, people;

X3 — self-employed workers, people;

X4 — average monthly nominal wage per employee, thousand tenge;

X5 —employed specialists with higher education from among those who graduated from higher educational
institutions in the reporting year, people;

X6 — proportion of vacant jobs in the total number of employees, %;

X7 — dismissal turnover ratio, %;

X8 — turnover rate of personnel, %;

X9 — costs of the enterprise for benefits and compensations for the year, thousand tenge;

X9 — total rate of natural increase (per 1000 people);

X10 — investment in fixed assets, thousand tenge.

The influence of the above mentioned factors on the unemployment rate is determined with the use of the
correlation matrix (table 1).

According to the table 1, it is important to note that all factors (X1 - X11) are related to the effective indicator
to a different extent. Matching correlation coefficients are determined not only between dependent and factor
attributes. The correlation coefficients calculated between the factor attributes are also of great importance.

The data of the table 1 show that there is multicollinearity between some factor attributes. In order to
eliminate the multicollinearity of factors, a number of factors were selected and excluded from the model.

The answer to the question whether the obtained calculation results are random or not can be obtained by
checking the significance of matching correlation coefficients using t-criterion of the Student (table 2) [21].

The data of the table 2 show that all observed values of the t-criterion are modulo larger than the critical
one; accordingly, the matching correlation coefficients are statistically significant and the obtained values were
not formed randomly.

Therefore, it is advisable to include the following attributes in the basis of classification:

X3 — self-employed workers, people;

X4 — average monthly nominal wage per employee, thousand tenge;

X6 — proportion of vacant jobs in the total number of employees, %;

X8 — turnover rate of personnel, %;

X12 — retail turnover volume index, in % to the previous year;

X10 — investment in fixed assets, thousand tenge.

In order to unite the cities and regions of Kazakhstan in clusters according to the attributes indicated above,
we used the Ward method and Euclidean distance [2].

The result of the grouping is a dendrogram (Fig. 1.), the ordinates of which reflect cities and regions of
Kazakhstan, and the abscissa shows the value of the integral indicator, represented by a value formed on the
basis of the studied indicators. This indicator does not have a unit of measurement, but is a multidimensional
statistical assessment. In our case, an assessment of the situation at the labor market in the regions of Kazakhstan.
Based on the results of the multidimensional grouping, 3 clusters were obtained (Table 3), which determine the
specifics of the economic situation at the labor market in cities and regions of Kazakhstan.

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Analyzing the obtained descriptive characteristics (Table 4), it can be noted that according to average
values, the regions that fell into the third cluster (20.0 % of the total number of regions and cities) can be
referred to territorial units with a favorable situation at the labor market. This is evidenced by the low values
of the self-employed population, high level of average monthly wages and the share of vacant jobs in the
total number of employees, while there is a high level of staff turnover rate. For regions and cities of the third
cluster, the economic situation should be considered favorable.

The values of indicators (Table 4) calculated for the regions of the second cluster are as follows: high rates
of self-employed, low wages compared to other clusters, low rate of vacant jobs, low staff turnover. Thus, the
situation at the labor market in the second cluster is unfavorable.

The values of the indicators of the first cluster are generally lower than the values of the indicators of the third one, but higher than of
the second one; therefore, it can be considered good compared to the situation at the labor market in the regions of the second cluster.
Relatively high average values of the self-employed population, share of vacant jobs in the total number of employees, as well as the
staff turnover rate, and relatively low average monthly nominal wage per employee, which should be considered as a negative trend
for the labor market of these regions.

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Based on the calculated multiple regression model, we can conclude that one of the significant factors
affecting unemployment among the studied ones is the factor X6. With a 95 % probability, it can be argued that
an increase of this factor by 1 unit leads to a decrease in the unemployment rate in the confidence interval from
0.06 % to 0.42 %. This conclusion is statistically significant, which is proved by comparing the actual value of
the Student criterion of 3.06 with a critical value of 2.13.

The diagram in Figure 3 illustrates the difference of this factor in three clusters, which largely explains the
situation at the labor market in different regions. That’s why one of the priority areas of employment programs
should be the creation of new vacancies.

RESEARCH RESULTS (CONCLUSION)

Thus, the unemployment in Kazakhstan has a large territorial differentiation. The unemployment
methodology used by state labor and employment agencies does not reflect the real situation at the labor
market of critical regions of the country.

Based on the results of the cluster analysis and the grouping of territorial units having similar situation at
the labor market, it is possible to develop a differentiated approach for development of measures to reduce
unemployment. For the regions of the cluster 1, the “weak points” are the following factors: a relatively high
staff turnover rate, a low level of remuneration, and a low proportion of vacant jobs in the total number of
employees. That’s why by the development of programs for promotion of employment for the regions of the
cluster 1, special attention must be paid to these factors.

Territorial units of the cluster 2 are characterized by a high number of self-employed population, the lowest
average monthly nominal wage per employee, and the lowest proportion of vacant jobs in the total number of
employees, which results in the highest unemployment rate in these regions.

The regions of the cluster 3 have an average unemployment rate compared to other clusters, while there are
high values of the share of vacant jobs in the total number of employees and the staff turnover rate.

The activity of the administrative bodies of territorial units should be focused on improving the situation at
the registered labor market for regions with an unfavorable situation at the labor market (cluster 2), the social
and labor climate for regions with a relatively favorable situation (cluster 1), social and economic indicators
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for regions with a favorable situation at the labor market (cluster 3), which have a great impact on the level of
unemployment in specific regions and cities of the country. Positive trends in the regional labor market, formed
due to a number of measures for reduction of unemployment, will ensure increase of the level of welfare of the
population of Kazakhstan.

This paper could be helpful for policymakers. It identifies the reginal similarities and differences in the labor
market of Kazakhstan. In order to keep stability in the labor market, it is required to pay a special attention
to the regions with weak state of position [23]. The government should reduce the disparities between the
different territorial units. The high level of discrimination among the regions makes people to have different
quality of living with high rate of unemployment.

Furthermore, the outcomes of this paper may be a starting point for getting new ideas for new research
topics, as equalization of opportunities for different regions of Kazakhstan.
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SUMMARY

The article analyzes the territorial distribution and assesses the situation at the labor market of the territorial
units of Kazakhstan. To assess the degree of difference in the situation at the labor market, a cluster analysis was
also conducted for 17 territorial units of Kazakhstan. The labor market trends of these regions were identified
and a number of measures were proposed to reduce unemployment, which would increase the welfare of the
country's population.

The goals and objectives of integrated reporting are considered as a multidimensional
measuring approach to controlling the creation of values, the problems of forming integrated reporting, the
basic principles and components of integrated reporting are identified as integral elements of the corporate
reporting model.

Research results. As aresult, the concept of “integrated reporting” is clarified, a characteristic of comparing
financial and integrated reporting, their advantages and disadvantages are obtained, the basic principles and
components of integrated reporting are identified as integral elements of the corporate reporting model.

ON ATTRACTING FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to prove impact of institutional factors on attracting foreign direct investment,
which is important only for countries where Gross National Income per capita exceeds the level above average.

Methodology. Authors developed and used a methodology that determines limited development level of
the state, which can be taken into account when an investor makes a decision to invest in a particular country.

The originality /value of research reveals that the institutional environment in attracting FDI will increase
if recipient country will exceed limited level of economic. In other words, for Less developed countries,
institutional factors do not affect FDI inflows.
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Research results. The study proved that institutional factors only affect FDI when a country's gross national
income is higher than average. Consequently, institutional changes undertaken to attract FDI were determined
to be appropriate if recipient country's Gross National Income per capita exceeds a certain limit.

ABSTRACT
